the neck f, while it
is made to revolve
by a strap passing
round the pulleys
n and A. Tﬁis ro-
tary motion gives
the sliver a slight
twist, which con-
stitutes it a roving,
as it passes in, and
coils it up in the
can in a regular
manner.

When the can is
full, it is opened,
the roving taken
out and transported
