CALLICOE, in Manufafures, a {pecies of cotton cloth,
originally imported from the Ealt Indies, from the kingdom
of Calicut, on the coalt of Malaber, whence the name Cals
licoe is derived.

The term is now generally applied to cotton cloths of
Englith manufa@ure, and comprehends many varieties of
finenefs and texture, Englifh calicoes were firft manufac.
tured at Blackburn in Lancathire, about 30 years ago, and
have fince become one of the leading articles of national in-
duftry, affording employment in the various detailsof fpinning,
weaving, bleaching, dying, &c. to a confiderable portion of
the population of that county.
