This Month’s Cover

The cover on this month’s issue is that
of a babv hlanket woven on the pattern that
we featured in the past November, 1938
issue. The pattern is “CANNELE”, and we
thought 1t particularly nice to be ahble to
show how this pattern was used in fabrics
other than those we mentioned or sugoested.
It looks as though the warp in the blanket
featured on the cover was a pompadour
along with an extremely contrasting pattern
thread, a thick Tuffy wool with not too much
twist, that is normally called a “Bulkv™ knit-
ting yarmn,

The photograph itself is not one of the
best, but we used it. because it does show
clearly how the pattern called “CANNELE"
wis used.



WEAVYERS, WEAVING GUILDS AND
WEAYING SHOPS

It is our intention, each menth, to give a short
article about the various weaving guilds, preminent
weavers of weaving shops throughout the country.

If you know of an exceptional weaver, or of
an interesting weaving shop, or of a local weaving
guild, we will be very pleased to hear about them,
that we might contact them and see if it is
possible to present o article about the guild,
waaving shop or weaver that you might know about.

Portland Handweavers

Our first story about a gquild is just a partial
report, telling of some of the recent activities of
the Portland Handweavers Guild,

THE PORTLAND HANDWEAVERS
ANNUAL SILVER TEA AND SALE was
held November 16, 1938 at the home of
Mr, and Mrs, Dale Miller, About 250 mem-
hers of the Portland Guild actended,

This 15 an annual affair in which all the
members participate by donating handwoven
articles to he sold. The entive proceeds (this
vear over S600.007 soes to the Portland
Children’s Center, a school for retarded chil-
dren. This school 33 supported entirely by
2ifls,

Mrs. Jack Grizgs was chairman of the
sale and exhibition, and through the untir-
ing efforts of Mrs. Griges, the sale was a
huge suceess,

Among the handweoven articles donated
for sale by the members were shirvts, stoles,
place-mats, ties, purses. rugs. aprons, daoll
skirts and haby blankets. For those looking
{or that “different™ Christmas gift, there were
handwoven cards, handwoven swirling trees,
door pulls with brass bells, swags to hold
vour prettiest cards, belts, pencil holders,
wastehashets, bamboo tree swags and gaily
decorated  cgos with handwoven miniature
trees in them for the mantle or to hang on
the tree,

An  exhibition was held in connection
with the tea and sale, and the exhibition
featured woven articles by the members of
the zuild. The woven fabrics were classified

into groups, and some of the projects were
screens, lampshades, metallic swags, electri-
fied swirling trees, Noel swags, cards of Finn
weave, bound-weaving in rugs, and
even Santa’s boots handwoven in red wool
and filled with miniature packages.

Mrs. Margaret Morehouse, this year's
president, was general chairman of the tea,
which was served from 2:00 pom. to 6:00
pm. The past presidents of the Portland
Handweavers poured, and the current board
members were hostesses on the upper floor,
A silver offering was taken, and the proceeds
of this was also donated to the Portland
Children’s Center,

At the sale, some sheets of Christmas
patterns and ideas were sold. The proceeds
of this endeavor are used to bring prominent
handweavers as speakers, and also to help
in obtaining weaving exhibits ete,.

MORE ABOUT THE TREADLING

Please nowe, that i vou should desire o
do so, that vou can change the weadling to
suit vour own needs, as vou can use 5 threads
of the 20/2 Bleached Ramie on the treadles
given, that is, 5, 4. 5, 4, 3 or vou can add
to this and make as long a repeat as vou
want by adding 4 and 3 in the center of the
3.4, 3 4. 4 as much as desired,
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The same is true with the 5/2 Perle Cot-
ton, White, You can just have three threads
of the Perle 3 or 5 as we did. or as many
as vou would like, as long as the {abric
will fit your needs,

Please not that the 3, 4. 5, 4. 3 treadling
gives vou a float at periodical intervals in the
warp, and that the 2, 1, 2, 1, 2 gives vou a
float in vour welt thread,

More About this Fabric

Believe it or not. we made this fabric with
a specific unusual uvse, and thar was for
dish cloths. We wove some with a similiar
pattern about eight vears ago, in bright gav
colors, and we have been using them al-
most continuously sinee. You know that when
vou go to the store and vou purchase a dish
rag to wash the dishes, that you usually pay
from 25 to 39 cemts each [or these. We've
been more or less keeping track of how long
these last since we began to notice that ours
wiere wearing out, and we find that the com-
mercial ones that vou purchase last abour 3
to 4 months. As we are a great believer in
the fact that most weaving should be fune-
tional, vou can see from this project, that
we are thinking of Tunction first, as well as
cost, etc,

We deliberatelv used a 102 cotton for
warp in this project, as the 10/2 usually
docs not have as tight a twist as a 20,2
cotton, and thus, it 15 much more absorbent
than a 20/2 would be.

The same applies to the perle 5 white
cotton we used in the welt, As voun know,
most perle cottons have a very loose twist,
and thus we chose this particular one 1o use.
We also choose the slubby ramie [or this
same reason. The ramie is actually just
slightly slubby, but it has a little less twist
than the regular 20/2 bleached white that
we have been recommending and using for
warp, Also, the little slub and the less twist

will both tend to make this a more absorbent
fabric.

However, this particular type of weave
can have many, many different uses, Some
of the material that we wove on this set-up
we used to make a book-cover, and we found
that it worked very well for this. Then, it
could make a very effective drapery, if the
right materials and colors are used,

We first wove a small sample some 8
inches wide, and we were surprised at how
much tighter we wove this, than the 40"
width material. Also, in the sample that we
wove, we had only 5 threads in each group
of threads on harnesses 2 and | and then on
harnesses 3 and 4. This was more satisfactory
than the actual sample that we are using in
Warp and Weft, as the floats were not as
long. You could actually use the same tie-up,
and use a threading of 3, 4, 3, 2, 1, 2 and
still with a similiar treadling, get a waffle
weave fabric. Actually, T think that this
might be even better for the use we had in
mind than the sample that we wove for this
month's sample,

We planned this month’s sample so that
it would be easy to do on a sectional warp
beam, and thus we enlarged some of the
groups of the warp thread, and we tried a
setting of 24 threads per inch, Thus we had
one repeat being two inches, or 48 threads
per section on our sectional warp beam, We
had it set up a full 40 width on the warp
beam,

We threaded it and sleyed it through the
reed, and after weaving a few inches, we
were unhappy, So, we took it out of the
reed, and resleyed it in a 15 dent reed.
Thus, with this originally planned 40" width
fabric, we find owrselves now with a 327
width fabric. I hope myself that it will be
cnough for our sample swatches with this
narrower width.

We are not going to give the actual cost
of the fabric per yard here, as we still have
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about two vards of it to weave before we
finish it, However, we will list below the
actual cost of the various threads used.

10/2 cotton in chocolate, rose beige.

spools, and has 2,100 vards per spool and
is priced ar 8250 per spoal, or 3,00
per lh.

WEFT

The 3/2 bleached white cotton s $3.50
per b, and it comes on 1 Ih, cones. How-
ever, il anvone would like just 4 oz of
this, we will be glad to wind off a 4 os.
spool at e per spool,

The 20,2 hleached,  slightly  slubhy
Ramie is $3.20 per Ih., and the same ap-
plies on this, If anvone would like a 4 os.
spool of this, we will be ¢lad to wind off
a 4 0w spoal at B0c per spool,

and each one of them has it's tie-up draft,
and threading and treadling given.

There are 13 [ull separate pages of photo-
graphs with manv of the fabrics Tearured
on each page, Some 8 of these pages are in
calor, and give excellent ideas to the weaver
who s limited in his choice and selection of
color, ete.

The English translation has a very in-
teresting preface on the history of weaving,
and there is a section on flax, and the quali-
ties ol flax,

Of particular importance is the section
entitled  “General advice about and views
on linen weaving™

Full details of each of the 103 different
fabrics photographed in the folio are given,

O these 105 fabrics, some 60 of them
are for 4 harness looms, and the balance is
equally divided amng 2, 6, 8, and 10 harness
weaves with the exception of one 12 harness
weave, one 14 and one 16 harness weave,

The fabrics featured are for mats, towels,
tahle-cloths, hed-spreads, and various ather
Uses.

I'm sure that you would get some ideas
from the clear photographs that are used.
